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Message from Father Mike

5 | Dear Brothers and Sisters of Our Lady of the Rosary:
) In last weekend’s Bulletin, | shared with you some information about the final preparations being
made in anticipation of the National Eucharistic Congress, an event that will take place in

Indianapolis from July 17-21, the first National Eucharistic Congress that has taken place in the
United States in 83 years.

More than three years ago, the Catholic bishops of the United States responded to studies from
various sources that identified decline among our nation’s Roman Catholics in faith and devotion to
the Real Presence of Jesus Christ in the Most Holy Eucharist. At that time, our bishops, with the
encouragement of our Holy Father, Pope Francis, called for a “Eucharistic revival.” The National Eucharistic
Congress has been organized as a key component of this Eucharistic revival.

In these weeks after Pentecost, as part of the spiritual renewal that Cardinal Cupich has initiated in the
Archdiocese, we have recalled how the gift of the Holy Spirit was so transformative for the Apostles; how the
Spirit's presence emboldened them to joyfully and unhesitatingly proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ.

In our own personal journeys in faith, we are aware of how that Holy Spirit has been present to us in all three of
the sacraments of initiation—Baptism, Confirmation and the Eucharist. In these sacraments, we, too, are given the
graces and gifts to share the Good News of Christ and the reality of His life-giving presence among us today.

The National Eucharistic Revival is an opportunity for us to hear the call of God — at this particular moment in
history and in this particular place (that is, within our families, our workplaces, our communities) — to draw closer
to the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist presence and share it with others.

| urge you to consider going to Indianapolis to participate in the National Eucharistic Congress from July 17-21.

You will also find information about getting to the event and lodging possibilities. But even if you are unable to
attend, as | am unable to attend, the information about the talks, seminars, and schedule of liturgies and
devotions may inspire you, as it has me, to spend more time in prayer and meditation on the presence of Jesus in
the Most Holy Eucharist.

We can also participate in the Eucharistic Pilgrimage events coming up next month. Below, you will find a recap
from my letter in last week's Bulletin of these events in our area.

“The Marian route pilgrims will arrive in the Archdiocese of Chicago on June 26 at the University of St. Mary of
the Lake, Mundelein Seminary, in Mundelein, lllinois. Mass will be at 7:00 PM, followed by testimonies from the
young adult pilgrims, Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, and a Eucharistic procession with young people on
the seminary grounds.

On Thursday, June 27, a multilingual celebration is planned at the shrine of Our Lady of Guadalupe in Des

Plaines, lllinois. A Eucharistic Day of Renewal with multiple events, including Mass, Adoration, and Procession
with the Blessed Sacrament runs from 12 Noon until 9:00 PM.

On Friday, June 28, various ethnic celebrations will be held in separate locations in the Archdiocese of Chicago.
Consult the Archdiocesan website at archchicago.org, National Eucharistic Pilgrimage, for information about
these events that might correspond to your interests.

On Saturday, June 29, join the Eucharistic pilgrims in a variety of service opportunities that you will find listed at
the website address noted above. In the evening, each Vicariate will hold a special event at a local location. Our
vicariate will celebrate the Eucharist at St. Rosalie Church, Harwood Heights, with Mass at 4:00 PM, Adoration at
5:00 PM, and a Eucharistic Procession at 5:15 that concludes with Benediction.”

You may also be interested in two other events that | neglected to mention last week:

Chicago Young Adult Eucharistic Revival at St. Alphonsus Church, Chicago, on Friday, June 28, 6:30 PM to
10:00 PM. The event will include Mass, the testimonies of young adult pilgrims, a Eucharistic procession, and a
social. St. Alphonsus is located at the intersection of Southport, Lincoln Avenue, and Wellington in the Lakeview
neighborhood of Chicago.

The final Mass for the Eucharistic Pilgrims in Chicago at Holy Name Cathedral on Sunday, June 30, at 12:30
PM. Cardinal Cupich will be the main celebrant. Mass will be followed with a Eucharistic procession.

, I Queridos hermanos y hermanas de Nuestra Senora del Rosario:

- En el Boletin del fin de semana pasado, comparti con ustedes informacion sobre los preparativos fina-
les que se estan haciendo en anticipacion al Congreso Eucaristico Nacional, un evento que tendra lu-
gar en Indianapolis del 17 al 21 de Julio, el primer Congreso Eucaristico Nacional que ha tenido lugar
en los Estados Unidos en 83 afios.

El Con-
greso Eucaristico Nacional ha sido organizado como un componente clave de este renacimiento eucaristico.

En estas semanas después de Pentecostés, como parte de la renovacién espiritual que el Cardenal Cupich ha ini-
ciado en la Arquidiécesis, hemos recordado como el don del Espiritu Santo fue tan transformador para los Apdstoles;
cémo la presencia del Espiritu los animé a proclamar con alegria y sin vacilacion las Buenas Nuevas de Jesucristo.
